This is only an introduction into the simplified alphabet & pronunciation and takes no account of “accents”, “dipthongs”, “double-consonants”, “subscripts” or “breathings” which are common. There was no “H” equivalent letter in Ancient Greek, this was denoted by sound accent ‘ placed before the next letter. Similarly there is no “F”, “J”, “V” or “W”. All these sounds would be made with accented words.
Can you write your own name in ancient Greek? – Remember use the italic sounds given in the English equivalents. For names ending in “s” (ie Chris) use the last sigma lower case example.
